Laurie has written a book, An Affair
to Remember: State Dinners for Home
Entertaining, which she will sign dur-
ing her Club appearance. In 1993
Laurie co-founded the event-planning
firm, Firestone & Korth, Ltd. The
company built an impressive list of

corporate and  bi-
partisan political cli-
ents. In addition, the
firm managed special
events for the first
President Bush, Presi-
dent Ford, and Prime
Minister Margaret
Thatcher.

While with the Bush
administration, Laurie
made numerous public
appearances, including
the role of protocol analyst on CNN,
commentator on White House enter-
taining on ABC‘s “Good Morning
America”, and color commentator for
C-SPAN television network’s coverage
of a White House state dinner. For the
film “The American President” Castle-
rock Entertainment selected Laurie
Firestone to be their White House con-
sultant.

Laurie is a frequent public speaker
at various organizations across the
country including Presidential Librar-
ies, Fortune 500 corporate events and
various social organizations.

She will take our audience behind
the scenes to learn about the prepara-
tion, politics, traditions and protocol of
official state dinners at the White
House, including magical dinners for
her Majesty Queen Elizabeth II of Eng-
land and President Gorbachev of the
former Soviet Union.
