Lynne Leach is a woman of many
talents. A dynamic and forceful
speaker, she was elected to the State
Assembly in 1996 and was the first
woman ever to represent the com-
bined Alameda/Contra Costa Coun-
ties 15th Assembly District. She was
reelected in 1998 and 2000 by wide
margins and was term limited in
2002.

In 1998 Lynne was named “National
Freshman of the Year” by the Na-
tional Republican Legislators Asso-
ciation and “First Term Legislator of
the Year” by the California School
Boards Association.

While serving in the Assembly in
Sacramento, Lynne’s top priorities
were to make California more busi-
ness friendly; return our schools to
their premier status; address the
transportation challenges of the Bay
Area and provide relief for taxpay-
ers. She quickly became a leader in
the Legislature, serving as Chair of
the Assembly Republican Caucus in

her first term and Vice Chair of the
Assembly Education Committee in
her second and third terms.

From 1988 to 1996, Lynne was ac-
tively involved in the Contra Costa
County Republican Party and served
as its Chairman from 1991-1995.

Lynn is a native of Chicago and was
raised in a blue-collar family. Her
father was a sheet metal worker and
union member. Her mother was a
full time homemaker. She worked
her way through college and in 1963
graduated from Roosevelt University
in Chicago with a degree in Psychol-

ogy.

In 1964, she and her husband, Bob,
moved to California. In 1967 they
settled in Walnut Creek where they
raised their now grown children,
Carol and Brian.

In 1978, prior to being elected to the
Legislature, she started her own
business, Applied Business Commu-
nications, Inc. The firm specialized in
sales, customer service and commu-
nications training.

After leaving the Legislature in
2003, she launched Lynne Leach
Presents... offering informative, in-
spirational speeches and practical,
common sense programs on sales —
customer service, communications
and leadership to the business and
political communities.
