This realization
freed him from his
old life and gave him
a new one.

He began to preach
and tell other black
men what he had
discovered, a mes-
sage not always wel-
comed in the black
community. As a
consequence, Rever-

ganization BOND, the
Brotherhood Organization of a
New Destiny, whose purpose is
“rebuilding the family by rebuild-
ing the man.”

Life was not always a crystal
staircase for Reverend Peterson.
At the age of 18 he moved to Los
Angeles and became influenced
by black leaders such as Jesse
Jackson and Louis Farrakhan,
who blamed white America for
the problems of blacks, thus pro-
viding a ready excuse for wrong-
doing. The young Peterson be-
gan a descent into a life of wel-
fare, drug abuse and promiscu-

ity.

Reverend Peterson’s life was
changed by prayer. At the age of
38, as the result of an experience
he had while praying, he realized
that it was not the white man
who was holding him back, but
his own personal background.

end Peterson suf-
fered much abuse over the years
from African Americans, but his
organization BOND has grown to
include men and women of all
races, though its focus remains
‘rebuilding the man”, particu-
larly black men.
