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Bill Jones received national acclaim
when in 1994 he authored Proposition
184, California’s immensely popular
“Three Strikes” law, which was passed
into law with 71.9% of the vote.
Jones was a California State Assem-
blyman from 1983 to 1995 and served
as the Republican State Assembly
Leader during
the 1991-1992
session. He is a
second genera-
tion California
rancher and
farmer with a
Bachelor’s De-
gree in agribusi-
ness and plant
sciences  from
California State
University,
Fresno.
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Bill was elected California’s 27th Sec-

retary of State in 1994, making history
as the first resident of the Central Val-
ley to serve in a statewide constitu-
tional office in over a century. During
his tenure as California Secretary of
State, he was the first to place cam-
paign finance information on the Inter-
net. In 2004 he was, regrettably, the
unsuccessful Republican challenger to
Democratic U.S. Senator Barbara
Boxer in her bid for a third term.

Bill Jones is California statewide
Chairman of John McCain 2008, the
Republican effort to elect John McCain
President of the United States. He was
also elected Chairman of the Califor-
nia Delegation that will travel to Min-
neapolis in September to the Republi-
can National Convention. Governor
Arnold Schwarzenegger will serve as
the Honorary Chairman of the Delega-
tion. Additionally, the Delegation

elected former California Governor
Pete Wilson, California Insurance
Commissioner Steve Poizner, and Cali-
fornia Republican Party Chairman Ron
Nehring as the Delegation’s Co-
Chairmen.

Bill will speak to the Republican Club
of Rossmoor shortly before he travels
to Minneapolis. “I am honored to have
been elected Chairman of the Califor-
nia Delegation. The 2008 Republican
National Convention will be the most
exciting and important political con-
vention in recent history, and it is my
pleasure to head the largest and most
diverse delegation of any state,” Bill
said. "Ours is a delegation representa-
tive of every corner of California and
the excitement and enthusiasm of our
grassroots volunteers and supporters
will propel us forward as we come to-
gether to pledge our delegates’ votes to
Senator John McCain.”

Bill Jones’ commitment to public ser-
vice and widely recognized achieve-
ments have allowed him the honor of
serving four Governors and four Presi-
dents. In 2005 Bill was appointed to
the California Bay Delta Authority by
Governor Schwarzenegger to help with
water issues in the state.

William Leon Jones was born Decem-
ber 20, 1949 in Coalinga, California.

With The Door Now Open - 4 Steps
to a McCain November Victory

For over a year, the Media has been predicting a
Democrat victory this November. Last year, the Re-
publicans won a number of important races in defi-
ance of that prediction. This year the Democrats
have won a series of races seemingly in concert with
that prediction.

However, in what should have been a major story -
but for Media bias - a new poll may foretell a different
ending. The USA Today/Gallup poll showed John
McCain beating Obama 49% to 45% (among “likely”
voters). That poll came on the heels of Obama’s
whirl/world wind media tour (sorry — “fact finding”
mission) which his campaign assures us demon-
strated his stature.

That cost Obama among his liberal
media friends and has convinced 30% of the voters
that he did so just for purely political reasons — an
extraordinarily high number.

Second, Obama came out against all but a very few
Americans when he said no to more drilling. Poll af-
ter poll shows that 67% to as much as 75% Ameri-
cans support more drilling. Not only is Obama
against it, he thinks the higher prices are good . . . .

The prosperity issue — known indelicately as “the
economy stupid” during the Clinton years — has de-
cided the vast majority of American elections over the

last half century. It can again and here are the 4
Steps McCain needs to take.

Step 1. The Gas Issue: (a) McCain needs to de-
mand a special Congressional session for this August
to deal with the Gas Crisis to force Obama to vote
against drilling, and then (b) hammer home every
day between now and November Obama’s arrogant
call for higher prices.

Step 2. Tax Cuts. Seven out of the last seven win-
ning Presidential candidates have pushed tax cuts to
the defeat of candidates who pushed tax increases or
had a history of doing so. Indeed, taxes have been a
winning issue in American politics since the Boston
Tea Party. McCain’s tax plan is favored by econo-
mists and Obama’s tax plan will send Americans to
the unemployment line . . . . McCain needs to ham-
mer that point home every day between now and elec-
tion day . . . .

Step 3. VP pick. McCain should pick Mitt Romney.
He has been vetted. He is respected on the economy.
He speaks well about the tax cut issue and he helps
in Michigan, Colorado and Nevada among other
states.

Step 4. BE VERY CAREFUL about the character
issue. It is true that people are uncertain about
whether Obama is up to the job - after all he is not.
Voters should be reminded about his arrogant flip-
flopping and his failure related to the surge.

However, no Presidential election in the last 50
years has been “decided” on “character” other than
perhaps the huge assist it gave Carter in his victory
over the Republicans after Watergate. Further, char-
acter campaigning often approaches the fine line in
people’s mind of negative campaigning.

People principally are inspired by voting for some-
one. McCain has the answers — so let’s hammer them
home.
