Recent press reports have discussed

2008 saw a record 236,000
v foreclosures, more than the previous nine
years combined.

State government is facing a $41.6 bil-
lion deficit, which will likely mean higher
taxes and cuts in education and else-
where. The state’s bond rating has
tanked. According to the reports, 2,000
public works projects worth over $16 bil-
lion have been halted because the state
cannot afford them.

To address these major concerns a
nationally prominent speaker will join us.
He is Timothy A. Hodson, Ph.D., Executive
Director, Center for California Studies,
California State University, Sacramento.

Dr. Hodson has his M. A. and Ph. D.
degrees in Political Science from the Uni-
versity of California, Santa Barbara. He
has held positions in academia, including
Claremont McKenna College and the Uni-
versity of Southern California as well as
with Sacramento State University.

From 1978 to 1993 Dr. Hodson worked
for the California State Senate, as consult-
ant with the Select Committees on Politi-
cal Reform and Government Regulation,
as principal consultant with the Senate
Office of Research, and as the staff direc-
tor of the Senate Elections and Reappor-
tionment Committee.

In August 1993 he was named executive
director of the Center for California Stud-
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ies at Sacramento State. The Center is a

public service, educational support, and
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Sacramento. Founded in 1982, the Cen-
ter’s mission is to strengthen democratic
governance in California through prepar-
ing people for public service and leader-
ship, helping to solve problems of public
policy and multidisciplinary education.

On January 13, in a Contra Costa
Times, article titled, “Golden State’s luster
dims amid downturn,” Dr. Hodson was
quoted as follows: “We’ve lived off the in-
vestments our parents made in the ‘SOs
and ‘60s for a long time. We’re somewhat
in the position of a Rust Belt state in the
1970’s.”

Dr. Hodson will address the topic,
“The Future of California”.
