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Jasmina L. Vuyjic joined the faculty of
the University of California at Berkeley
in 1992. Vuyjic is the first female Nu-
clear Engineering Department Chair of
a Top Ten university in the nation.

In April of last year, Patrick Moore,
co-founder of Greenpeace, stated to
members of the U.S. Congress that
“nuclear energy 1is the only non-
greenhouse-gas-emitting power source
that can effectively replace fossil fuels
and satisfy global demand.” In a recent
issue of Technology Review, Stewart
Brand, creator of the Whole Earth Cata-
log, wrote that “the only technology
ready to fill the gap and stop the car-
bon-dioxide loading of the atmosphere
is nuclear power.”

While many liberals are under-
whelmed by these public comments, Cal
Professor and Chair Jasmina Vujic feels
that her research validates the views of
Moore and Brand.

“This country has neglected nuclear
energy, but nuclear energy will be the
way of the future if the United States
wants to have energy independence and
reduce the human influence on global
climate,” says Vujic.

Professor Vujic is an excellent speaker
who has the gift of making complex
subjects clear and exciting to lay audi-
ences. This is important because at
Cal, Professor Vujic teaches under-
graduate courses in Nuclear Engineer-
ing, Nuclear Reactor Theory, and Radia-
tion Protection and Control, as well as
graduate courses in Nuclear Reactor
Theory, and Numerical Methods in Re-
actor Design and Analysis. Her re-
search interests include numerical
methods in reactor physics, neutron

and photon transport, reactor core de-
sign and analysis, shielding and radia-
tion protection, biomedical application
of radia-
tion, opti-
mization
techniques
for vector
and paral-
lel com-
puters.

nuclear engineering. Currently she is
engaged in a number of on-going re-
search projects on the cutting edge of
key issues, such as nuclear waste and
storage, use of radiation in cancer ther-
apy, and advanced reactor core designs,
among others.

Professor Vujic has been elected a
member of the American Nuclear Soci-
ety Board of Directors. She is currently
Vice Chair of the ANS Math and Com-
puting Division, and in June will take
over as Chair.

Professor Vujic (pronounced VOO-
itch) took her Bachelor and Master of
Science degrees from the University of
Belgrade. A second Master’s and her
Ph.D. are from the University of Michi-
gan.
