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Many feel that Sheriff Warren E. Rupf
would be an excellent candidate to re-
place Congresswoman Ellen Tauscher,
who has been nominated by President
Obama as Under Secretary of State.

Baker.

For over four decades, Rupf (rhymes
with “coop”) has held every rank in the
Contra Costa County Sheriff’s Depart-
ment from Detention Officer and Patrol-
man through Sheriff-Coroner, the posi-
tion he has held since 1992.
