of the nation’s leading law journals. He
is the author of three books, including
his most recent, “Crisis and Command.”

In addition to serving as counsel to
President George W. Bush, Yoo has testi-
fied before the Judiciary Committees of
the U.S. Senate and House of Represen-
tatives and has advised the State of Cali-
fornia on constitutional issues.

Perhaps the most significant public fig-
ure ever to address the Republican Club
will speak to us on February 10. UC
Berkeley Law Professor John Yoo, former
Counsel to President George W. Bush,
will speak on presidential power in the
twenty-first century.

In the crisis following 9/11, Professor
Yoo authored legal opinions that the ex-
ecutive had the authority to employ
“enhanced interrogation techniques”
with enemy combatant, terrorist sus-
pects. Now the Obama administration is
pursuing a criminal investigation of Dr.
Yoo, nearly ten years after the fact, for
his legal opinions.

Professor Yoo received his B.A. summa
cum laude in American History from
Harvard University and his J.D. from
Yale Law School, where he was an editor
of the Yale Law Journal. Professor Yoo
joined the UC Boalt Law School faculty
in 1993, then clerked for Justice Cla-
rence Thomas of the U.S. Supreme
Court. He also served as General Coun-
sel of the U.S. Senate Judiciary Commit-
tee before serving as Deputy Assistant

John Yoo’s new book, “Crisis and Command”, has received out-
standing reviews. The book retails for $29.95, but will be sold to
Club members at a discounted price of $20 (checks or cash). Pro-
fessor Yoo has agreed to sign the book. The Wall Street Journal
says, “The book reveals how the Bush war on terror, far from over-
stepping constitutional bounds, was rooted in a tradition that
reaches back to George Washington himself’, including Presidents
Lincoln and Roosevelt. The Journal review concludes, “Today the Obama admini-
stration may be starting to grasp that it can’t protect America on the war critics’
terms. The lessons of November’s Ft. Hood shootings — and of the Christmas air-
plane bomber’s thwarted efforts — will be learned all the more quickly if they are
accompanied by a close reading of “Crisis and Command”.
