War Hero, Army General, Civic
Leader, Novelist to Speak June 14
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Major General Daniel C.
Helix, U.S. Army (Ret.)

The Republican Club of
Rossmoor is proud this
month to offer its podium
to Major General Daniel C.
Helix, U. S. Army (Ret.)
General Helix enlisted in
the Army as a private in
1948, was commissioned
as a second lieutenant in
1951, and served as a
platoon leader and rifle
company commander with
the 145th Infantry Divi-
sion during the Korean
War.

General Helix’s decora-
tions include the Combat
Infantryman’s Badge,
Army Distinguished Ser-
vice Medal, Silver Star,
Legion of Merit, Bronze

Star with “V” device, Pur-
ple Heart with oak leaf
cluster, Meritorious Ser-
vice Medal, and Army
Commendation Medal,
among others.

He is a member of the U.
S. Army’s Infantry Hall of
Fame in Fort Benning,
Georgia, and he is author-
ized to wear the Secretary
of Defense Identification
Badge and the parachutist
badge, which he earned at
age 50.

His career as a civic leader
is as distinguished as his
career in the military.
General Helix served as
Concord City Councilman
from 1968—1972 and
Mayor of the City of Con-
cord from 1972—1976. He
was a Director of the Bay
Area Rapid Transit District
from 1970—1974. He is a
past president of the Ro-
tary Club of Concord and
the Mt. Diablo Hospital
Foundation, and is cur-
rently Chairman of this
Board. He is active in nu-
merous philanthropic and
military organizations.

Following his service in
Korea, Helix worked with
Army Intelligence in Ja-

pan. Emerging from this
experience was Helix’s
award-winning first novel,
The Kochi Maru Affair. He
is also the author of articles
and short stories published
in military journals.

General Helix earned his
bachelor’s degree in History
from the University of Cali-
fornia at Berkeley, and a
master’s degree in Political
Science from San Francisco
State University. Both de-
grees were conferred magna
cum laude. He is a gradu-
ate of the Army’s Command
and General Staff College
and the War College.

He lives in Concord with his
wife, Mary Lou. They have
two children and five grand-
children. He will speak on
the subject of his conver-
sion to becoming a Republi-
can and his perception of
“how things have changed
and caused me to start lec-
turing my grandchildren.”
