From his earliest years he has
been interested in the human
use of energy resources, say-
ing, “It’s what most affects
the global environment, pub-
lic health, and our quality of
life.” He has conducted
groundbreaking research in
vital energy issues.

What else would we expect
from someone who's as good
at rack of lamb as he is at fu-
sion chambers?

Prof. Peterson teaches both
graduate and undergraduate
courses at Cal in heat and

mass transfer, fluid dynamics,
and reactor thermal hydraulics.
In addition to his teaching, he
manages the U. C. Berkeley
Thermal Hydraulics Research
Laboratory.

The son of a soils sciences pro-
fessor at the University of Ne-
vada, Peterson ecarly on learned
to feel at home both in the aca-
demic environment and in the
field, digging about Nevada
with his dad.

As nuclear energy begins to
reemerge as a viable alterative
to fossil fuels and our nation’s
foolhardy dependence on for-
eign oil, Peterson’s work on a
new generation of atomic reac-
tors is gaining recognition.
